Start and Dismissal Times
It 1s important for students to be at
school on a daily basis, and to be on
time to begin the day. Homeroom
begins at 9:10 am and dismissal will
be at 3:50 pm. The building will open
at 8:45 am. Students who arrive
before 9:00 am will report to the
cafeteria or the auditorium. Students
will be dismissed from those locations
at 9:00 am to report to their lockers
and homeroom. If a student is not in
homeroom at 9:10 am they will be
marked tardy. Students who arrive
after 9:10 am should report to the
front office to sign in and receive a
pass to class.

School Fees
School fees will be $20. Checks should
be made out to Norton Middle School.
Fee money is used to offset the cost of
school supplies, the printers used by
all of our students in the classrooms

and labs, and the Agenda books that
are given to each student. Students
will also receive a sling back bag filled
with school supplies such as pencils,
index cards, folders, paper, etc. They
will receive this bag the first day of
school in homeroom. Students can
carry other book bags to and from
school. However, no book bags will be
allowed to be carried from class to
class. All book bags and purses must
be left in lockers.

Attendance Policy
When a student is absent a parent/guardian
1s requested to call the school office and
notify the school that your child will be
absent. If no phone call is received, the
school will call the parent, that day, with
notification of that day’s absence. Once the
child returns to school a note of verification
must be turned in to the office. If no note is
received the student will be marked as
unexcused. Please read the attendance
policy, in the student agenda book. When
your child is absent, parents can call our
attendance hotline, at 801-8879, to report
the absence.

Emergency Medical Cards

For those students that don’t attend
schedule pick up night, Emergency Medical
Cards will be sent home with each student
during the first week of school. Please
complete these forms as quickly as possible
and return them. As part of our student
safety program, it is critical that we have the
ability to reach you from time to time.
Injuries and illnesses, attendance issues, and
your child’s academic needs require that we
have up-to-date address and phone listings.



Agenda Books
All students will receive an agenda book that

has specific information regarding our dress
code, attendance & tardy policies, and school
rules. Students and parents should read this
information. The agenda books also contain
hall passes, space for upcoming assignments
and more. Students will receive the first
agenda book for free. Replacement agenda
books are $5.00. Students are required to
have their agenda books with them at
all times.

Locks & Lockers
All students will be assigned a locker. It is
very important that the locker be kept locked
at all times and is never shared with another
student. Books, book bags, supplies, and
coats should be kept in your locker. No
bicycle or long locks are permitted.

Lunch
South-Western City Schools
encourages our students to take advantage of
our nutritious and tasty breakfast and lunch
programs. The cost of lunch is: $2.50 per
day ($12.50 weekly), 40¢ per day for reduced
price and 50¢ for milk. The cost for
breakfast is: $1.00 per day or 30¢ per day for
reduced price. If a student received a free or
reduced lunch during the 2010-2011 school
year, they will automatically qualify for the
first two weeks of this school year until the
new applications are processed. Food service
accounts are set up for all South-Western
students each year, and Personal
Identification Numbers (PIN) will be
assigned. Meals may be purchased daily with
cash or checks, and can be deposited into the
student’s account. Please include your child’s
PIN number on checks to be deposited into
their food service account.

Parents are encouraged to deposit money for
their child’s meals into their school account

to ensure that the child has sufficient money
to cover consumed meals. Meal “charges” are
not permitted. If a child does not have
money in their account or forgets their lunch
money, a nutritious alternative to their
regular meal will be provided.

Information on free and reduced lunches will
be available at schedule pick up nights or in
our office. Students are expected to pay for
their meals until the application has been
approved.

TRANSPORTATION

Transportation information will be mailed to
student’s homes. The following is some
general information for bus riders:

¢ Pick up/Drop off Locations
To provide the safest environment
possible for children, bus riders will have
one pick up and drop off location only.

¢ Guest Ride Passes
Students may ride only the bus to which
they are assigned. An exception may be
permitted in the event of an emergency
and when the following criteria are met:

1. A signed note from a parent of each
party involved
2. When there is sufficient space
available on the bus

When a student will be riding a bus other
than his/her own, or riding as a guest, the
student is to bring his/her parental
permission note to the office at the
beginning of the day. The office staff will
authorize a guest ride pass and notify the
transportation department of the change
in ride status.

¢ Due to late enrollments and route
changes, buses will likely run late at the
start of the school year.



Intra-District Transfers
(Special Permission)

To ensure that our schools have sufficient
space for those in the home or assigned
attendance areas, requests for an intra-
district transfer (special permission) will not
be processed until the second week of August.
NOTE: There is no special permission at the
high school level. Due to space constraints,
special permission is available on a very
limited basis in grades kindergarten through
eight.
